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How to save energy in the school
-Don’t leave the lights on when there is no one in the room- appoint click teams to turn off the lights
-Open the blinds to allow natural light in

-Use only half the lights in the classroom if it is possible

-Turn off TV, stereo, DVD, kettles, toaster, whiteboard projector, whiteboard sound system (and speakers)

-Check all windows for draughts and if you find one, get the teacher to ask Jennifer to seal it up

-You could make draught excluders for the doors, using old clothes

-A dripping tap wastes energy and in one week wastes enough water to fill more than half a bath or 2000 litres a month. If you have a dripping tap in your classroom, make the Green Schools co-ordinator aware of it and they will arrange to have it fixed
-Switch all electrical appliances off at the mains rather than leaving them on standby (Standby uses 80% of the energy an appliance would use when it’s in use)

-Move furniture away from radiators, if possible, to allow heat to circulate

-Try to minimise the amount of paper that you use to print

-Windows and doors closed to keep heat in

-Appoint a child(daily/weekly) to keeping windows and doors shut, making sure appliances are plugged out etc

-Photocopy back and front
-Litter free classrooms

-Encourage children to save energy at home

-Use energy efficient light bulbs- they use a quarter of the energy and last 12 times longer

-Turning the thermostat down by 1 degree can reduce bills by 10%
-Notes on photocopiers, printers and other electrical appliances around the school to remind people to turn them off

-When using the dishwasher, use eco-friendly wash option

-get water butt fixed

-Get an insulating jacket for the hot water tank

-Changing electricity company

-Lowering heating output on storage heaters at night and turning off during holiday time

-Families given an energy checklist

Computers

-Unplug: ALWAYS unplug computers from the mains when you are not using it

-Shut down: When turning off your computer, first log off and then shut down, if you don’t shut down the computer will keep running

-Idle time: if you’re going to be away from your desk, change your idle settings so your PC hibernates (and therefore uses less energy) even after short durations of non-activity

-Turn off: If you are not going to be using your PC for a while, turn it off to save energy

-Blackle, don’t Google: Blackle is an energy saving version of Google, because of its black background
Suggestions from Previous Greens Schools Meetings
The following are suggestions from the classes:
1st and 2nd Class
-In the staffroom, last person turns off everything electronic, close door and turn off lights

-Plug out everything as it wastes electricity

-Turn off all switches when you are not in the room
3rd and 4th Class

-Wind turbines to generate electricity

-Turn off the heating in rooms that aren’t being used

-Don’t leave things on standby by

5th Class

-Close blinds to conserve heat

-Radiators at a lower temperature

-On hot days turn off heating

-Solar Power

6th Class

-Turn off lights when it’s bright outside
